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Staffing Summary

Fire District Three is staffed twenty four (24) 

hours a day with a eight (8) person duty 

crew, consisting of two (2) Lieutenants, and 

six (6) firefighters. All alarms received 

involving a dwelling or structure fire cause the 

dispatch of all three fire districts. The initial 

response is two (2) engines, and two (2) 

ladders, with a complement of sixteen (16) 

personnel. Our personnel are staffed 

twenty four (24) hours a day at two (2) 

strategically located stations, providing an 

excellent response time to emergencies 

within our district.

Fire District #3 responds to a myriad of calls for 

service including incidents involving fire,                              

medical calls, automobile accidents, releases

of hazardous substances, technical rescue 

incidents, water and ice rescue incidents, confined space 

rescue, and community service requests to 

name several broad categories. Of course, 

there are numerous additional sub-call types 

within each of those general descriptions. Functions such 

as, fire safety inspections, public education, building 

preplanning, community outreach, and fire prevention have 

become the foundations of the new fire service.
